  Today we are beginning a new message series titled “Heart Our Hood” (hood = 
neighborhood).  
  It’s easy for us to interact with people in our neighborhoods and communities and not 
truly recognize them. Busy schedules, distractions, stereotypes and assumptions can 
keep us from noticing those God has placed around us.  
  Through the “Parable of the Good Samaritan,” Jesus opens the eyes of our faith in him 
to recognize who our neighbor is and how we have failed to love them. However, before 
calling us to love others, Jesus shows us that he is the One who has seen us, come near 
to us, and rescued us in our need. Because of his compassion for us, we are freed and 
equipped to truly see and love the people God has placed in our lives. 
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CONFESSION OF SINS & ANNOUNCEMENT OF GOD’S FORGIVENESS 
 

Through the Confession of Sins, we together confess our sins to God, expressing our need 
for God’s forgiveness. As we hear the Announcement of God’s Forgiveness, we see the 
mercy and love of God through the work of his Son Jesus, and enjoy forgiveness, peace, 
and joy through faith in him. 
 
Worship Leader:   We confess our sins to God and ask for his mercy and forgiveness: 
 
Grace Family: Lord, have mercy on me and forgive me for my open sins and my 

secret sins. Forgive the sins I know and the ones I don’t know. 
Forgive the sins I did to please myself and the sins I did to please 
others. Forgive all my sins, Lord, for the sake of your Son, Jesus. 

 
Worship Leader: Jesus lived among us as a human being and revealed himself to be 

the Son of God. His body has paid for our sins on the cross, and his 
blood purifies us from all guilt. Jesus did this for us, and through 
him we have been forgiven of all our sins.
